While people are saying, “There is peace and safety”, then sudden destruction will 
come upon them as labour pains come upon a pregnant woman and they will not escape.  (Part 1)

“But you are not in darkness, brothers, for that day to surprise you like a thief. For you are all 
children of light, children of the day. We are not of the night or of the darkness. So then, let us 
not sleep, as others do, but let us keep awake and be sober. For those who sleep, sleep at night, 
and those who get drunk, are drunk at night. But since we belong to the day, let us be sober….for 
God has not destined us for wrath, but to obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ, who 
died for us so that.…we might live with him. Therefore encourage one another and build one 
another up…” (Part 2) 

•Does the ‘day of the Lord’ need to be a surprise according to this passage? 

“(God) has fixed a day on which He will judge the world in righteousness by a man whom He has 
appointed; and of this He has given assurance to all by raising him from the dead.  Acts 17: 31 
ESV 

•Who has God appointed to ‘judge the world in righteousness’?  
(OED definition of righteousness- the quality of being morally right or justifiable) 

“But watch yourselves lest your hearts be weighed down with dissipation and drunkenness and 
cares of this life and that day come upon you suddenly like a trap. For it will come upon all who 
dwell on the face of the whole earth. But stay awake at all times….” Luke 21:34,35
